After going
through security, we were welcomed to the large chamber where the meeting
was called to order and the activities of the 27th Annual Lions Day were
started.  There were 756 Lions in attendance, the largest group ever as-
sembled.  There was a presentation by an Under-Secretary representing
Secretary General Kofi Annan, Under Secretary Jan Egeland of Norway,
Emergency Relief Coordinator for the U.N., speaking on International
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Assistance.  There were several housekeeping announce-
ments as well as proclamations given to President Kusiak.

One of the highlights was the presentation of the winning
Peace Poster, created by 12-year-old Cheuk Tat Li, of
China Hong Kong, who received a check for $2,500.  If
you go to www.lionsclubs.org and type in Peace Poster
Contest, you will see the wonderful art of this eloquent
young man.  Cheuk addressed all present and we were
amazed by his talents and speaking abilities.  Another
presentation was a musical performance by young violin-
ists from the area, the youngest being 7 years old.  Truly
amazing!

After the meeting was concluded we were given a tour of
the United Nations building.  It was so interesting to
actually see, in person, what I’ve only gotten a glimpse of
on either television or in the newspaper.  Very remarkable
indeed.  If you ever have the chance to go to the United
Nations building, I think you will be as impressed as I was.

We just completed the Charter Night for the Tesoro LEO
Club on March 13th.  Congratulations to the Mission Viejo
Lions Club and especially PDG Danny Mayer and the
members for getting this active group of kids going.

Huntington
Beach Host Lions Club held a “Worst Night at the Mov-
ies” night and raised $1,000. Costa Mesa-Newport
Harbor donated $2,000 to Tsunami Relief. On March 5,
do it.

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Our 4-L4 Hearing & Speech Action Committee had
the opportunity to man an exhibit booth at the Febru-
ary Self-Help for the Hard 0f Hearing-CA Region
State Conference in Buena Park (which was co-
chaired by our own committee member, Lion Delia
Itanen). Our purpose at the Conference was to
provide information on three of our District’s service
projects - the Hearing Aid Bank, the Sight & Hearing
Foundation’s mobile vision and hearing screening
unit and Lions Wilderness Camp for Deaf and Hard-
of-hearing children. Lions Keith Campbell, Roy
Rinaldi and Dave Hubbard presided over the picto-
rial displays, flyers and brochures.

SHHH and Lions Clubs share a common goal of
providing support to the deaf and hard-of-hearing
and we were able to meet a good number of SHHH
members, putting several in contact with Lions
Clubs in their area. Our Hearing Aid Bank, in par-
ticular, is a project that both Lions and SHHH can
work on and benefit from. We provide new and
refurbished hearing aids to those who cannot afford
them and we are funded by the proceeds of our
hearing aid recycling program (HARP) and by
monies from Lions Clubs’ fund-raising efforts.

In 1925 Helen Keller urged Lions to help hearing
impaired individuals and today we average almost
$5 million in donations and volunteer 180,000 hours
each year to hearing-related service projects The 14
largest Lions hearing aid banks and hearing pro-
grams in the United States annually provide from
4,000 to 6,000 hearing aids to low-income people.
(Do the math — 5,000/14 = 357 per year = not quite
10 hearing aids per Club per year for 4-L4 to match
that. Is there a message there?)

The Betty and Irwin Helford Clinical Research Hospital,
which opens in early 2005, begins a new chapter in City of
Hope’s mission of bringing cures to people battling cancer
and other life-threatening illnesses. This state-of-the-art
facility allows us to provide immune-compromised patients
the highest level of attention and comfort, while enhancing
collaboration between physicians, supportive caregivers,
and clinical researchers.Helford Hospital is the culmination
of decades of scientific, clinical, and fund-raising efforts.
The new hospital embodies the medical and technological
expertise and treatment approach that City of Hope
National Medical Center has brought to prominence. At
City of Hope, the partnership of clinical caregivers and
medical researchers allows physicians to bring new and
emerging therapies to the immediate aid of patients. At the
same time, scientists can more rapidly implement, ad-
vance, and perfect the clinical research that will help
patients around the world.
State-of-the-Art Technology
Helford Hospital incorporates the latest medical and
communications technologies. The facility’s information
backbone combines modern diagnostic, radiology, and
imaging tools in a digital, connected environment that is
enabled for “paperless” efficiencies, when they are appro-
priate. Surgical “super-suites” include technologically
sophisticated equipment, such as laparoscopic and robotic
instrumentation. Advanced information and audio/video
systems allow surgeons, nurses, and other caregivers to
more effectively collaborate during a procedure—even
