My goal for
the year was twofold; to increase the general knowledge
of the happenings at the City of Hope for those Lions club
members who were already familiar with the hospital and
its projects, and to inform those clubs not yet including the
City of Hope in their annual contributions. The latter I had
hoped to revise by encouraging clubs to seek out some of
the information which I have included in these monthly
“snippets”. At the City of Hope Lions Tribute in April, I
noted that only a small percentage of our total clubs had
sent an annual contribution this year. For many years, 4-
L4 was far and away the largest contributing district to the
City of Hope.

Lions, the City of Hope is truly one of the nation’s leading
cancer research hospitals and is more than deserving of
your benevolent consideration during your budgetary
meetings. Incoming club presidents, I encourage you to
assign a City of Hope chairman and ask him or her to seek
out information on the City of Hope to bring before your
board. If you will include the City of Hope as a consider-
ation item to be discussed at that time, I am confident that
next year our district will be right back up at the
top....where we belong!

DONATE BLOOD AND BONE MARROW

Every year, more than 35,000 adults and children are
diagnosed with leukemia and other diseases for which a
bone marrow transplant may be the only cure. However,
only 30 percent of people are able to find matching donors
within their own families. The other 70 percent turn to the
National Marrow Donor Program (NMDP), a worldwide
network of more than 500 leading medical facilities in
marrow and blood cell transplantation. Donors are always
needed in the registry. In fact, the NMDP is searching for
3,000 donors at any given time.

Donating bone marrow is relatively easy and can save a
life. To learn more about the steps needed to donate bone
marrow, visit City of Hope’s website,
www.Cityofhope.org. There is an especially urgent need
for people of non-European ancestry or who are of mixed
race to join the registry, since matching factors are inher-
ited.

29TH ANNUAL BMT REUNION BRINGS SURVI-
VORS TOGETHER

More than 5,000 bone marrow recipients, their donors,
family and friends came together for City of Hope’s 29th
Annual “Celebration of Life” Bone Marrow Transplant
(BMT) Reunion in April. The Reunion featured BMT
patients meeting their lifesaving donors for the first time.
The event is the largest of its kind in the country. The City
of Hope website gives much more information and in-
cludes many photos from the Celebration of Life Re-
unions.
