CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF

LIONS CLUBS DISTRICT 4-L4, LIONS

CLUBS INTERNATIONAL

(AS AMENDED MAY 19, 2007)

Article I

NAME

Section 1: This Organization shall be known as the International Association of Lions Clubs, District 4-L4, hereinafter referred to as District 4-L4. 

Article II

PURPOSE

Section 1: The purpose of this organization shall be to advance Lionism throughout District 4-L4 in accord with the PURPOSE and OBJECTS of the International Association of Lions Clubs, hereinafter referred to as Lions International.

Article III

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: All Lions Clubs within District 4-L4 shall hold membership in this organization subject to the Constitution and Bylaws of Lions International, Multiple District Four and District 4- L4. 
Section 2: A chartered Club in good standing is defined as a Club which is current with the payment of its per capita tax to Lions International, Multiple District Four, and District 4-L4. 

Article IV

TERRITORY

Section 1: District 4-L4 shall embrace all the territory within boundaries authorized by Lions International and Multiple District Four. 

Section 2: District 4-L4 shall be divided into three (3) areas made up of no fewer than ten (10) and no more than eighteen (18) Lions Clubs, which shall be known as the Foothill, Orange and Saddleback Regions. 

Section 3: Each Region shall be divided into zones made up of no more than eight (8) Lions Clubs, such that the division, in the opinion of the District Governor and with prior notification and discussion with the Clubs involved, will best facilitate servicing the Clubs concerned. 

Article V

OFFICERS

Section 1: District Governor

(a) There shall be a District Governor who shall be elected at the annual District Convention by secret ballot at least thirty (30) days prior to the convening date of the International Convention and shall serve for a term of one year only. No incumbent District Governor, elected or appointed, may stand for election or be appointed to succeed himself/herself except as approved by the International Board of Directors of Lions International. 

(b) In the event the District fails to elect a qualified District Governor at the annual convention or upon the death, inability, refusal, or failure to perform the duties of the District Governor office for a period of sixty (60) days, the most immediate Past District Governor of District 4-L4 living in the District shall give fifteen (15) days written notice to each club, calling for a meeting of delegates of all clubs in the District, for the purpose of recommending a District Governor to Lions International for certification and approval. The five (5) most immediate, still active Past District Governors of District 4-L4 living in the District will meet before-hand and propose one (1) or more qualified nominees, with their consent, for the delegates’ votes. Clubs may submit qualified names to the group for their consideration. Each club shall be entitled to one (1) voting delegate and one (1) alternate for each ten (10) members of said club or major fraction thereof as shown by the Secretary's report for the month preceding for the purposes of this special election The major fraction referred to in this section shall be five (5) or more members. Each past District Governor who is a member of a club in good standing in District 4-L4 shall have one (1) vote independent of the club delegate quotas herein above specified. 

(c) The duties of the District Governor shall be as follows: 

(1)
Prior to July 1st, appoint a Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer (or a Secretary and Treasurer), all Region Chairmen (if this option is utilized), all Zone Chairmen and all Committee members where required who must maintain an Active member status of a chartered club in good standing in the District.

(2)
Call and hold at least four (4) cabinet meetings during the term of office.

(3)
Visit each club in District 4-L4 at least once during the term of office.

(4) 
Plan for, and preside at, the annual District Convention.

(5)
Represent District 4-L4 at all regular and special meetings of the Multiple District Four Council of Governors.

(6)
Keep accurate financial and other necessary records.

(7)
Issue a District 4-L4 bulletin each month. A printed copy of this bulletin shall be sent to Lions International, Multiple District Four, the Council Chairman, and Past District Governors. All Lions in District 4-L4 will be provided the bulletin electronically on the District’s website or by electronic mail. Subject to budget limitations, printed copies will be provided to clubs upon written request to the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer.
(8)
The District Governor, under the general supervision of the Board of Directors of the Lions International, shall be charged with the particular duty of furthering the objectives of Lions International, of promoting Lions Clubs lnternational Foundation and all the service activities of the Association, of supervising the organization of new clubs, and of promoting cordial relations between the chartered clubs in the District.

(9)
Within thirty (30) days following the end of the term of office, the District Governor shall provide the successor with the following: A financial statement including a copy of the past operating budget showing the condition of the District, all documents which are pertinent to the welfare of the District, all money, equipment, and supplies belonging to the District and such other information as may seem pertinent in assisting the succeeding District Governor plan for office.

(10)
The District Governor shall send an audited copy of the financial statement showing the condition of the District to the Multiple District Four office.

(11)
Hold a school of instruction for all incoming Presidents and Secretaries prior to the International Convention and assist in training the Vice District Governor for the office of District Governor.

(12)
Remove and appoint a replacement for any Region Chairman (if appointed), Zone Chairman, Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer (or Secretary and Treasurer if appointed), Public Relations Chairman, or District Committee Chairman, except the Budget and Audit Committee, who fails or refuses to perform the duties of the office, as such duties are defined in this Constitution and/or as directed by the District Governor.

(D) The District Governor's Cabinet shall consist of the District Governor, the Vice District Governor, the Region Chairmen (if appointed), the Zone Chairmen, the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer (or the Secretary and Treasurer if appointed), the Public Relations Chairman, the Immediate Past District Governor, the District Newsletter Editor (if appointed) and the District Photographer. 

Section 2: Vice District Governor 

(a) There shall be a Vice District Governor who shall be elected by secret ballot at the annual District Convention at least thirty (30) days prior to the convening date of the International Convention, who must be a member of a chartered club in good standing in District 4-L4 and shall serve for a term of one year only.

(b) The duties of the Vice District Governor shall be those as set forth in the Bylaws of the International Association of Lions Clubs and as described in the MD-4 Manual for Vice District Governors, and as follows:

(1)
Shall be an ex-officio member of all Standing Committees, with voting rights similar to the District Governor when he/she is absent.

(2)
Shall appoint the members of the International Visitation Committee on or before January 1st in order to facilitate international visitations in the following year.

(3)
Shall participate in all activities of the District and assist the District Governor upon request.

Section 3: Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer 

(a)
There shall be a Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer (or a separate Secretary and Treasurer if appointed by the District Governor) who shall be appointed by the District Governor prior to taking office.

(b)
The specific responsibilities of the Cabinet Secretary shall be as follows:

(1) Further the purposes and objects of Lions International.

(2) Perform such other functions and acts as may be required by the District Governor and by the International Board of Directors through the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer's manual and other directives.

Section 4: Region Chairman 

(a)
There shall be a Region Chairman (if appointed by the District Governor) for each region and a Zone Chairman for each zone appointed by the District Governor prior to taking office.

(b) The Region Chairman, if the position is utilized during the Governor's term, is subject to the supervision and direction of the District Governor and shall be the chief administrative officer in his/her region.

(c) The specific responsibilities of the Region Chairman shall be as follows:

(1) Further the purposes and objects of Lions International.
(2) Supervise the activities of the Zone Chairmen in the Region and such District Committee Chairmen as may be assigned by the District Governor.

(3) Play an active role in organizing new clubs and in strengthening weak clubs.

(4) Hold at least two (2) Regional meetings during the year and visit each club in the Region at least once during the year.

(5) Keep accurate financial and other necessary records, and turn them over to the outgoing District Governor prior to July 1st following the close of the term of office. The financial records shall be subject to review by the District Budget and Finance Committee.

(6) Be prepared to install club officers and induct new members into the clubs when called upon by the President.

(7) Perform such other functions and acts as may be required by the International Board of Directors through the Region Chairman's manual and other directives.
(d)
To be a Region Chairman, the following shall have been accomplished prior to taking office:


(1) Be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in District 
4-L4.


(2) Have served as president of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof and a member of 
the Board of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than two (2) additional years; and as Zone 
Chairman for a full term or major portion thereof. None of which may have been accomplished 
concurrently.

Section 5: Zone Chairman 

(a)
The Zone Chairman, as supervised and directed by the District Governor and/or Region Chairman, shall be the chief administrative officer in the Zone.

(b)
The specific responsibilities of the Zone Chairman shall be as follows:
(1) Further the purposes and objects of Lions International.
(2) Serve as Chairman of the District Governor's Advisory Committee in the Zone and call regular meetings of said committee.

(3) Play an active role in organizing new clubs and keep informed on the activities and well-being of all clubs in the Zone.
(4) Call and hold at least three (3) to four (4) cabinet meetings at the discretion of the governor. 
(5) Visit each club in the Zone at least once, and as often as shall be necessary during the year, to assist the officers of the clubs.
(6) Perform such other functions and acts as may be required by the International Board of Directors through the Zone Chairman's manual and other directives.
(c)
To be a Zone Chairman, the following shall have been accomplished prior to taking office:


(1) Be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in District 
4-L4.


(2) Have served as president of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof and a member of 
the Board of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than two (2) additional years. None of which may 
have been accomplished concurrently.

Section 6: The District Governor's Advisory Committee shall be composed of the Zone Chairmen, the Club Presidents, and the Club Secretaries of the clubs within the Zone.

Article VI
FINANCE

Section 1: The expenses of District 4-L4, including the Regions, shall be met by a per capita tax. The per capita tax shall be $29.50 per annum, of which $15.50 is District 4-L4 per capita tax and $14.00 is Multiple District 4 per capita tax collected by the Administrator of Multiple District 4, semi-annually. One half is due on August 1st, based on the membership as of June 30th of said year, and one half is due on February 1st, based on the membership as of December 31st of the preceding year.

(a) $2.00 of the annual per capita tax shall be deposited in the Convention Fund, in a timely manner as required to support the annual convention.

(b) Except for the money deposited in the Convention Fund, the funds collected shall be used as budgeted by the Budget and Audit Committee solely for the Administration of District 4-L4.

Section 2: There shall be a Budget and Audit Committee consisting of the chairman plus one (1) member from each Region in District 4-L4, who are in good standing and whose term of office shall be for a period of four (4) years. A new member of the Committee shall be appointed each year by the District Governor prior to leaving office. The senior member shall be chairman and the next senior member shall be vice-chairman. In the event of a vacancy from death, resignation, or a committee member moving out of District 4-L4, a replacement committee member shall be appointed by the District Governor to fill the unexpired term. Any replacement shall be a member in good standing from the same Region represented by the committee member who created the vacancy. No committee member shall be re-appointed to this committee for at least one year following his/her completed term, unless as an interim appointee serving less than one year.

(a)
The District Governor shall serve as an ex-officio member of the Budget and Audit Committee and shall vote only in case of a tie. The Vice District Governor shall serve only as a non-voting member on this committee 

(b) The Budget and Audit Committee shall appoint a District Auditor. The Chairman or Vice-Chairman shall monitor the finance records of District 4-L4 through the office of the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer and, upon request, may require a statement of receipts, expenditures and a summary of operations.

(c) The Budget and Audit Committee shall meet and prepare a proposed budget(s) between February 15th and not later than 30 days prior to the District 4-L4 Convention, with input from the District Governor. A copy of the final proposed budget shall be sent to the District Governor two (2) weeks prior to the District Convention. The proposed budget shall be submitted to the delegates of the annual District Convention for their approval.
(d) The Budget and Audit Committee may conduct a mid-fiscal year review of the per capita tax funds collected compared to those projected in the approved District 4-L4 budget. If the District experiences a situation that negatively impacts these funds, the committee shall have the authority to transfer Unrestricted Reserve funds to compensate for this short-fall upon the request of the District Governor. 

Section 3: All proceeds accruing from the District 4-L4 Convention shall be maintained separately from the other funds of the District, may be expended for the conduct of the convention only, or for emergencies thereto related, and annually undergo audit, reportable to the District Governor, 30 days after the Convention. 

Section 4: The financial policy of District 4-L4 shall require the maintaining of a reserve fund of no less than $10,000.00. The Budget and Audit Committee shall prepare a budget for each year based on the anticipated income for the year, plus such portion of the carry-over funds in excess of the reserve requirement as may be deemed necessary. It is understood that the reserve funds as mentioned do not include the reserve funds held in the Convention Fund, that being a separate fund not available for District expense.

Section 5: All Committees or individual Lions or individual Clubs within the District receiving moneys from the District shall submit a proposed budget to the Budget & Audit Committee no later than February 15th for the following year's budget. They shall be accountable to the District Governor for any expenditure at year-end.

Article VII

CONVENTIONS

Section 1: District 4-L4 shall hold an annual convention commencing in April or May of each year.

Section 2: At each convention the vote of the delegates shall designate the convention city for four (4) years hence; the place receiving a plurality shall be declared the convention city.

(a)
Bids for the convention location shall be presented to the Convention Committee for review sixty (60) days or more prior to the convention at which they will be voted.

(b)
Should no place be designated for the holding of such convention, or in case of emergency, the District Governor's Cabinet shall have full power to act in selecting the city, place, and date.

Section 3: The District Governor shall appoint a Convention Committee Chairman and said Chairman shall appoint Committee Members with each Region being represented. 

Section 4: Each club in the District is expected to be represented at the District 4-L4 Convention. 

Section 5: Each club in the District in good standing shall have one (1) voting delegate and one (1) alternate for each ten (10) members who have been enrolled for at least one year and a day in the club or major fraction thereof, of said club as shown by the records of the International office of the first day of the month last preceding that month during which the convention is held, provided, however, that each such club shall be entitled to at least one (1) delegate and one (1) alternate. The major fraction referred to in this section shall be five (5) or more members. Delinquent dues may be paid and good standing acquired at any time prior to the close of credential certification, as such closing time shall be established by the rules of the respective convention. Each Past District Governor who is a member of a club in good standing in District 4-L4 shall have one (1) vote independent of the club delegate quotas herein above specified. The following additional provisions apply:

a) A transferee shall be counted as a member for the purpose of calculating the delegate entitlement of the club if the transferee has been a member of the receiving transfer club for at lease one year and one day.
(b) A reinstated member shall be counted as a member of that club for the purpose of calculating the club’s delegate entitlement provided that the reinstated member has been a member for an aggregate period or periods of not less than one year and one day. 

(c) A newly chartered club will be entitled to one delegate and one alternate delegate until it has been chartered for one year and one day. Thereafter, its delegate quota will be based on the number of members enrolled in the club for one year and one day. 

(d) Clubs being released from status quo will have their delegate quota based on the number of members enrolled in the club for at least one year and one day at the time of being released from status quo. However, a club being released from status quo will be entitled to a minimum of one delegate and one alternate delegate. 
Section 6: Each Club in District 4-L4 shall submit to the Chairman of the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee a list of its accredited delegates and alternates to each District 4-L4 convention or conference. Such accredited delegates and alternates shall be issued credentials by the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee and only such accredited delegates or alternates shall be entitled to vote on any matter coming before said convention or conference. Failure on the part of a club to submit said list of accredited delegates and/or alternates by 6:00 P.M. of the day preceding the opening day of the convention or conference shall preclude these delegates and alternates from voting, except that the District Governor may, with the consent of the delegates of the other clubs present, certify such delegates or alternates, if there are conditions warranting the action.

Section 7: A voice vote, a showing of hands or a standing vote may be taken at any convention or conference and the ruling on such showing by the presiding officer shall be deemed conclusive, unless said ruling is challenged by an accredited delegate or alternate immediately after said ruling is made, in which event the presiding officer shall cause a further vote to be taken and only those accredited delegates or alternates present and holding proper credentials shall participate in said voting. A majority vote of the present and voting accredited delegates or alternates shall be sufficient to pass or approve any matter coming before the annual convention or conference, except that in amending the Constitution and Bylaws, when a two-thirds (2/3) vote of present and voting accredited delegates or alternates is required.

Article VIII

COMMITTEES

Section 1: The District Governor shall appoint annually the chairman and appropriate members to the standing committees as provided in the Constitution and Bylaws of Multiple District Four and District 4-L4 at the beginning of the term of office.

Section 2: The following committees:

(a) Public Relations
(b) Student Speakers
(c) Youth Exchange
(d) Nominations, Credentials, and Elections
(e) Membership

(f) Extension

(g) Retention

(h) Leadership

(i) Orientation

shall be composed of one (1) representative from each Region appointed for a two (2) year term and a chairman appointed annually by the Governor, constituting four (4) total committee members per standing committee. In the event of an unexpired term, the District Governor shall appoint a successor from the same Region to fulfill the term.

Section 3: A member who has been appointed to two (2) full year terms on any District Committee shall not be eligible to succeed himself/herself.

Section 4: Except as otherwise provided in this Constitution and Bylaws, all committee appointments shall be for a term of one (1) year and be composed, when possible, of representatives from each region.

Section 5: The District Governor shall be an ex-officio member of all District Committees, except the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee, and shall vote only in case of a tie.

Section 6: All standing committees shall submit a written report at the District 4-L4 Convention. 

Section 7: The terms of office for the Youth Exchange Committee shall vary from other standing committees to be from September 1st until August 31st, to parallel the actual times of youth visits. A report will be made at the first Cabinet meeting.

Section 8: The District Governor shall appoint annually the appropriate members to the Constitution and Bylaws committee. This standing committee shall consist of the chairman plus one (1) member from each Region in District 4-L4, who are in good standing and whose term of office shall be for a period of four (4) years. The senior member shall be chairman and the next senior member shall be Vice Chairman. In the event of a vacancy from death, resignation, or a committee member moving out of District 4-L4, a replacement committee member shall be appointed by the District Governor to fill the unexpired term. Any replacement shall be a member in good standing from the same Region represented by the committee member who created the vacancy.
Section 9: All Standing Committees shall meet at least semi-annually with minutes of those meetings being forwarded to the District Governor. 

Article IX

METHOD OF AMENDING

Section 1: Amendments to this Constitution may be proposed in writing by any Lion in good standing in District 4‑L4 upon written endorsement by his/her club, or amendments may be proposed by the Constitution and Bylaws Committee of District 4-L4. Proposed Amendments shall be accompanied by a statement of the purposes thereof, and must be received by the Constitution and Bylaws Committee sixty (60) days before the District Convention.

Section 2: The Constitution and Bylaws Committee shall review the proposed amendment and shall report the amendment, together with the proponent's statement of purpose and the recommendations of the Constitution and Bylaws Committee to each club thirty (30) days prior to the District Convention and it shall be submitted by written ballot to accredited delegates or voting alternates of the Convention.

Section 3: An amendment to a proposed amendment to the Constitution or Bylaws may be accomplished by a majority vote of the accredited delegates at the convention, without notice, subject  to the restriction that no amendment is in order that increases the modification of the rule to be amended. Any suggested amendment to a proposed amendment to the Constitution or Bylaws must be submitted in writing to the Constitution and Bylaws Committee not later than 4:00 P.M. on the last day proceeding the first business session of said convention.

Section 4: Passage shall require a two-thirds (2/3) affirmative vote.

Section 5: Each amendment shall take effect on July 1st following its adoption, unless otherwise specified in the amendment.

BYLAWS

Article I

Section 1: A candidate for the office of District Governor shall:

(a)
Be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in District 4-L4.

(b)
Secure the endorsement of his/her club or a majority of clubs of District 4-L4.

(c)
Currently be serving as the Vice District Governor within District 4-L4, and have met all requirements for Vice District Governor as stated herein.

(d) Only in the event the current Vice District Governor does not stand for election as District Governor, or if a vacancy in the position of Vice District Governor exists at the time of the District Convention, any Club member who fulfills the qualifications for the office of Vice District Governor as set forth in Section 2 (below) and is currently serving or who has served one (1) additional year as a member of the District Cabinet, shall fulfill the requirements of this section.

(e)
A Candidate may not begin active campaigning prior to February 1st for the year candidacy is announced.
Section 2: A candidate for the office of Vice District Governor shall:

(a)
Be an active member in good standing in a chartered Lions Club in good standing in District 4-L4.

(b)
Secure the endorsement of his/her club or a majority of the clubs in District 4-L4. Announcement of candidacy shall be by letter signed by his/her club President and sent to all members of the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee and to each club in District 4-L4 prior to March 15th. In the event of endorsement by a majority of the clubs in District 4-L4, the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer (or, if appointed by the District Governor, the Cabinet Secretary) will forward such information to each member of the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee and to each club in District 4-L4.

(c)
Have served as president of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof and a member of the Board of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than two (2) additional years; and as Zone Chairman or Region Chairman or Cabinet Secretary and/or Treasurer for a full term or major portion thereof. None of the above may be accomplished concurrently.

(d)
Only in the event there is no candidate for the office of Vice District Governor at the time of the District Convention, any club member who fulfills all requirements of this section may stand for election.

(e)
A candidate for the office of Vice District Governor may not begin active campaigning prior to February 1st for the year his/her candidacy is announced.

Section 3: The Chairman of the Nominations, Credentials and Elections Committee shall present the names of all candidates who qualify for the office of District Governor and Vice District Governor to the District Convention, and each candidate shall be allowed one seconding speech of not more than 5 minutes. In the event that no candidate qualifies under Section 1 or Section 2 of these Bylaws, nominations may be accepted from the floor of the Convention.

Section 4: The election shall be by printed ballot and shall be held between the hours of 11:30 A.M. and 1:00 P.M. of the last day designated for the District Convention Business Sessions. 

(a)
The District Governor Candidate shall be required to secure a simple majority of the votes cast by the delegates present and voting in order to be declared elected. In the event of a tie vote in the election of District Governor, the certified registered delegates still present will be re-registered and another vote taken within three (3) hours of the time of the official closing time of the original ballot. The current District Governor shall report the results of the election to the International Office. If the District shall fail to so elect a qualified District Governor or if the District Governor-Elect shall die or refuse to serve or be found by the International Board of Directors to be unable by reason of illness or other disability to take such office prior to the day his/her term would otherwise begin, or if a vacancy will exist as a result of a District Governor election protest or legal action, then in any such event the District may have a District Governor appointed by the International Board of Directors. In the event that such action be taken, it will be the responsibility of the Immediate Past District Governor or if he/she is not available, the most recent Past District Governor who is available, to act as chairman, calling a meeting within 15 days of notification by the International Board of Directors, of all members of the existing Cabinet and all Past International Presidents, Past International Directors, Past District Governors who are members in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in the District. Each Lion, who is entitled to receive an invitation to attend and is present at said meeting, shall be entitled to cast one vote for the Lion of his/her choice as a recommendation for the appointment to the office of District Governor. It will be the duty of the Chairman to convey the results to the International Board of Directors within seven (7) days, together with evidence of invitations sent and attendance at said meeting.

(b)
The Vice District Governor shall be required to secure a simple majority of the votes cast by the delegates present and voting in order to be declared elected. The current District Governor shall report the results of the election to the International Office. In the event of a tie vote in the election of Vice District Governor, the certified registered delegates still present will be re-registered and another vote taken within three (3) hours of the time of the official closing time of the original ballot. If the results of this vote remain a tie or a simple majority not obtained by a single candidate, or if a vacancy exists for the office, the same method of resolution listed for the election and/or appointment of a District Governor [Article 1 Section 4 (a) herein] without the intervention of the International Board of Directors shall apply.

Article II

This District or its member clubs at no time shall not endorse or recommend any candidate for political office, nor shall partisan politics or sectarian religion be discussed at any meeting. 

Article III

No resolution giving endorsement to any movement shall be considered at any meeting unless said movement is in full accord with the principles and purposes of Lions International. 

Article IV

No officer or member of this organization or its members shall not use it as a means of furthering any person, political, or other aspirations, nor shall any member take part in any movement not in keeping with the real purposes and objects of Lions International.

Article V
No money may be raised at any convention by any person, club or organization for any purpose, except that which may be necessary to assists in financing the convention and then only by the supervision of the District Convention Committee.

Article VI

“Robert's Rules of Order, Newly Revised," as revised from time to time, shall constitute the rules governing the Convention of the District and all meetings of the District, the District Conference and the District Cabinet Meetings, unless provided for in a different manner by resolution of a District Convention.

Article VII

These Bylaws may be amended in the same manner as provided for the amending of the Constitution of this District.

Article VIII
The International Association of Lions Clubs, District 4-L4, shall be incorporated as a non-profit corporation under the laws of the State of California.

Article IX

The District may accept funds from the Albertson’s Supermarket Chain. This money is to be deposited in a separate District account by the Budget & Audit Committee. The money may be requested by the District approved youth or sight oriented committees and is to be distributed by the Budget & Audit Committee upon approval of such requested by Budget & Audit Committee.
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
